COVID-19 Impact

Expectedly during a global health pandemic, the import values of pharmaceutical
products have increased in 2020 compared to 2019. This continues an ongoing
trend that extends several years as imports of Medicaments [HS 3004] and Sera [HS
3002] import values, particularly from Ireland, continue to rise.

Import values of commodities under HS 3002 particularly can be expected to
keep rising in the coming months as sera, blood fractions, and cultures are vitally
important to diagnostic tests and ongoing research into COVID-19.

Overview & Digest

Top imports by value under Section VI of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule are dominated by the imports of medicaments [HS 3004],
accounting for nearly 33 percent of the total value for all imports in this section. Ireland has been the top supplier of medicaments
to the United States for several years and, so far in 2020, the island nation has increased its share of the U.S. market, growing from
17.2 percent to 21.2 percent of the total value of HS 3004 Imports.

Among the top countries of origin for Section VI imports by value, Belgium has seen the largest year-over-year growth. This growth
comes from increased exports of both medicaments under HS 3004 as well as products under HS 3002, which covers blood,
antisera, vaccines, and cultures of microorganisms.

The largest year-over year decline in import value came from ltaly, which fell 21.3 percent compared to 2019. This can largely be
attributed to the impact of COVID-19 on Italy and the aggressive shutdown the country has taken to combat the pandemic.

COVID-19 Impact

The overall increase in year-over-year volume of chemical imports can be entirely attributed to
the impact of the coronavirus. Examining the top ten imports by volume for Section VI of the
Harmonized Tariff Schedule shows a massive increase in both disinfectants [HS 380894] and
organic liquid soap [HS 340130] of 6093.5 percent and 1236.1 percent respectively.

Beyond those, the imports of the top two chemical products by volume also result from the
pandemic. Medicaments [HS 300490] has increased substantially in both volume and value.
Chemicals imported under HS 382499 are used in a wide variety of industries, but particularly
the pharmaceutical industry in the creation of medicine. These products have increased 102.9
percent in volume compared to the same period in 2019.

So far in 2020, China has increased its exports of chemicals to the United States by 26 percent.
This surge in exports comes in the months after the country reopened. This increase is also the
direct result of COVID-19, as the products driving the rising imports are liquid soap [HS 340130]
and disinfectants [HS 380894]. Imports of liquid soap from China have increased 1,605.2 percent
compared to 2019 and imports of disinfectants have increased by 8,766.3 percent.

Among the top ten countries of origin for U.S. chemical imports, France has seen the largest year-
over-year decline in import volumes. Also because of the coronavirus, France’s imports of perfumes
[HS 330300] and beauty products [HS 330499] have declined 33.1 percent and 21.7 percent
respectively.
